IMPRISONMENT

The defendant is hereby committed to the custody of the United States Bureau of Prisons to be imprisoned for a
total term of: THREE-HUNDRED (300) MONTHS. This term of imprisonment consists of twenty (20) years on Count 1, and five (5)

years on Count 2, to run consecutively to Count 1, for a total of twenty-five (25) years (three-hundred months), and twenty (20)
years on each of Counts 3 through 9, to run concurrently with Count 1, for a total imprisonment term of twenty-five (25) years, that
is THREE-HUNDRED (300) MONTHS.

SUPERVISED RELEASE

Upon release from imprisonment, the defendant shall be on supervised release for a term of : THREE (3) YEARS. This consists of
three (3) years on each of Counts 1 through 9, to run concurrently with each other, for a total supervised release term of three (3)
years,

The defendant must report to the probation office in the district to which the defendant is released within 72 hours of release from the
custody of the Bureau of Prisons.

The defendant shall not commit another federal, state or local crime.
The defendant shall not unlawfully possess a controlled substance. The defendant shall refrain from any unlawful use of a controlled
substance. The defendant shall submit to one drug test within 15 days of release from imprisonment and at least two periodic drug tests
thereafter, as determined by the court.
D The above drug testing condition is suspended, based on the court’s determination that the defendant poses a low risk of
future substance abuse.

The defendant shall not possess a firearm, ammunition, destructive device, or any other dangerous weapon. (Check, if applicable.)

STANDARD CONDITIONS OF SUPERVISION

1) the defendant shall not leave the judicial district without the permission of the court or probation officer;

2) the ﬁlefendﬁnt shall report to the probation officer and shall submit a truthful and complete written report within the first five days of
each month;

3) the defendant shall answer truthfully all inquiries by the probation officer and follow the instructions of the probation officer;

8) the defendant shall not frequent places where controlled substances are illegally sold, used, distributed, or administered;

9) the defendant shall not associate with any persons engaged in criminal activity and shall not associate with any person convicted of a
felony, unless granted permission to do so by the probation officer;

10)  the defendant shall permit a probation officer to visit him or her at any time at home or elsewhere and shall permit confiscation of any
contraband observed in plain view of the probation officer;

11)  the defendant shall notify the probation officer within seventy-two hours of being arrested or questioned by a law enforcement officer;

12)  the defendant shall not enter into any agreement to act as an informer or a special agent of a law enforcement agency without the
permission of the court; and

13)  asdirected by the probation officer, the defendant shall notify third parties of risks that may be occasioned by the defendant’s criminal
record or personal history or characteristics and shall permit the probation officer to make such notifications and to confirm the
defendant’s compliance with such notification requirement.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF SUPERVISION

The defendant is ordered to pay restitution in the amount of $7,270,236.96, payable to the U.S. District Clerk, 1100 Commerce'
Street, 14th Floor, Dallas, Texas, 75242. Restitution shall be payable immediately and any unpaid balance shall be payable during
incarceration. Restitution shall be disbursed to the identified victims in this case at pages V-1 through V-11.

If upon commencement of the term of supervised release any part of the restitution remains unpaid, the defendant shall make
payments on such unpaid balance in monthly installments of not less than 10 percent of the defendant’s gross monthly income, or
at a rate of not less than $500 per month, whichever is greater. Payment shall begin no later than 60 days after the defendant’s
release from confinement and shall continue each month thereafter until the balance is paid in full. In addition, at least S0 percent
of the receipts received from gifts, tax returns, inheritances, bonuses, lawsuit awards, and any other receipt of money (to include,
but not limited to, gambling proceeds, lottery winnings, and found money) shall be paid toward the unpaid balance within 15 days
of receipt. This payment plan shall not affect the ability of the United States to immediately collect payment in full through
garnishment, the Treasury Offset Program, the Inmate Financial Responsibility Program, the Federal Debt Collection Procedures
Act of 1990 or any other means available under federal or state law. Further, it is ordered that interest on the unpaid balance is
waived pursuant to 18 U.S.C. § 3612(f)(3).

The defendant shall cooperate in the collection of DNA as directed by the U.S. Probation Officer, as authorized by the Justice for
All Act of 2004.

The defendant shall refrain from incurring new credit charges or opening additional lines of credit without approval of the U.S.

Probation Officer unless the U.S. Probation Officer makes a determination that the defendant is in compliance with the payment
schedule.

The defendant shall provide to the U.S. Probation Officer complete access to all business and personal financial information.

The defendant shall maintain not more than one business and/or one personal checking account, and shall not open, maintain, be a
signatory on, or otherwise use any other financial institution account without the prior approval of the U.S. Probation Officer.

The defendant shall not transfer, sell, give away, or otherwise convey any asset with a value of $250 or more without the approval
of the U.S. Probation Officer.

The defendant shall not enter into any self-employment while under supervision without prior approval of the U.S. Probation
Officer.

The defendant shall not be employed by, affiliated with, own or control, or otherwise participate, directly or indirectly, in the
business of securities and investments without the U.S. Probation Officer’s approval.

The defendant shall not be employed in any fiduciary capacity or any position allowing access to credit or personal financial

information of others, unless the defendant’s employer is fully aware of the offense of conviction and with the approval of the U.S.
Probation Officer.

The defendant shall not incur new credit charges or open additional lines of credit, either as a principal or cosigner or through any
corporate entity, without approval of the U.S. Probation Officer.

Unless the restitution payment schedule is modified, the Court intends that garnishment is available only to the extent that
restitution payments are currently due and owing under the set payment schedule.
